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The Connor Team

Gina and Terry Connor have 
lived in Leisure Village for over 
eight years, coming from Redondo 
Beach.

Water, Water Everywhere...NOT

It has been an established edito­
rial policy of Inside Leisure Village 
to avoid topics that are controver­
sial, carry a negative message or 
are critical of Village management. 
We avoid finger-wagging messages 
about picking up your dog-poo 
(but please do). We have decided 
to get behind a serious issue about 
a drought and a water shortage. 
We will strive to lay out the issue 
as clearly as possible and ask you to 
contribute to the effort by cutting 
your household water usage with 
common sense. We are taking this 
issue seriously. Failure to act on this 
will result in eventual water usage 
restrictions and a financial hit to 
every resident of Leisure Village.

The details of looming penalties 
are not perfectly clear at the time 
of this writing. Several agencies 
from the state level down to our 
local water boards are attempting 
to work out these details, each 
with their own ideas, strategies 
and plans. In the meantime, lead­
ership in the Village has taken a 
proactive lead and is attempting 
to stay ahead of the "crisis" curve. 
The LV Board of Directors has 
established an advisory committee 
called Long Range Planning; This 
committee has assembled a group 
of Village residents to monitor the 
water situation and keep all of us 
informed as it develops. The Water

Group has agreed that establishing a 
goal of 55 gallons or less per resident 
would put us in a very good position 
for the near future and stave off some 
of the over-usage consequences for 
a time. Two members of the water 
group, Dennis Doolittle and Carol 
Dietz have taken the issue and are 
analyzing the usage by reading the 
12 household water meters in 6 lo­
cations on a weekly basis. The trend 
has given some positive results with 
a slight downturn in household water 
usage. Keeping this trend heading in 
that direction is the goal.

We at ILV will join this effort 
and do our best to keep you in­
formed on the situation. We will 
be presenting ideas on how to save 
water, interview people who offer 
good advice on reducing water us­
age and keep you informed of the 
progress we are making toward 
those reductions and usage goals. It 
will take each of us as individuals 
to make the effort to minimize the 
effects of this drought. We encour­
age you to reach out with ideas. 
Larry Swartz used his Pinch of Salt 
column in this issue to offer sound 
advice and inspiration.

Why Exercise in the Water Works

I grew up in New York and we 
belonged to a pool and tennis club, 
so I have always loved to swim and 
be in the water. I was a competitive 
swimmer as a kid, coming in 4th or 
5th out of 6th, but again I always 
loved the water. Now as I am aging 
(hopefully well), the water has even 
more meaning for the health of my 
joints and body, and I am glad I 
still enjoy the water.

When I found out that Leisure 
Village had an Olympic size pool 
that was heated all year I was more 
excited to move into the Village. 
The pool seems to be a wonderful 
temperature all year, although I 
tend to visit it when it is warmer 
and enjoy doing my water walking, 
water exercises and attending the 
water aerobics class. The pool is 
also a great place to be social and 
meet other Villagers. We can also 
enjoy the Jacuzzi after the pool to 
relax our sore muscles and backs.

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A PINCH OF SALT By Larry Swartz

Do It This Way, Not That Way
I spent a few days once with a 

very good old time friend. We both 
like to cook so we cooked a meal 
together, ate and laughed—until I 
started doing the dishes and he was 
telling me how to wash dishes— 
how controlling I thought.

Now years later, I’m writing an 
article on how to wash dishes. I‘ve 
been helping my best friend recover 
from surgery these last weeks. For 
the first week I just ate hospital 
food. I’ll never understand why 
medicine as practiced in hospitals 
is supposed to help you get better 
and the nutrition factor of the food 
usually makes you worse. Even the 
French fries were hard to take. They 
came on a paper plate so I tore a 
semi circle out of the paper plate 
about the size of my mouth, called 
for a “supervisor” and explained 
that I had done a taste test, the 
paper plates vs. the fries and the 
paper plate won. She just looked at

me strangely but offered a $ 2.00 
refund. I took it.

Back at home, the doctor told my 
friend to eat a lot of protein, espe­
cially red meat which I don’t usually 
have in the house. You could do a 
lot worse than having me set your 
menus and cook for you. I’ve learned 
a lot about using leftovers which I 
will share with you next month. 
Since I’ve been cooking a lot, I’ve 
been cleaning a lot and have been 
paying super focused attention to 
how much water I use in cleaning.

There are almost never enough 
dishes to use the dishwasher. I 
have found out that with manual 
cleaning, I can save a lot of water 
by following a few rules. It helps 
if you’re OCD.

Never leave the water running 
for more than a few seconds when 
rinsing.

If you put all your dirty dishes

in the least amount of soapy hot 
water to cover them and let them 
soak for maybe 20-30 minutes, you 
use a lot less water rinsing them.

When rinsing, the diameter of 
the water stream should be no more 
than pencil thickness.. .ever.

Also, if you live in a home where 
it takes more than 10 seconds for 
the water to get hot, keep an empty 
gallon water bottle handy and let 

the water run into it until it gets 
good and hot. Use that saved water 
to water plants or even to rinse the 
dishes. Or get a circulating pump.

Practice making one dish din­
ners, soups, crock pot entrees and 
salad meals. I wrote a column a 
year or so back about salad meals. 
Turn a salad into a meal by adding 
a salmon filet, chicken breast, tofu, 
all kinds of beans like kidney, gar­
banzo etc.

Good luck, remember we are all 
in this together so be kind to those 
with whom you disagree.

Plan:

Practice: Practice as many elements of your emergency plans as possible. The time to run through your 
plan is before a disaster.
